Supply and Availability:

USDA reports harvest at 94% complete
vs. the 96% average. AgRural estimates
Brazilian planting at 63%. FSA reported
an area of 81.39 million acres, up
389,000 acres, but still short of USDA
estimates. BA Grain Exchange reports
Argentina harvest at 30.4% vs. 38% last
year.  Argentina bean planting is
currently at 38% the same as last year.

Market Demand:

NOPA crush showed 158 million
bushels of beans crushed. Oil stocks
were lower than expected at 966
million pounds. Oil yield was 11.42
which was in-line with current USDA
estimates. Bean inspections were
record large at 114.4
